     Bell’s emphasizes that worship 

is to be a community experience.  

Therefore, even though he encour-

ages people to write  deeply per-

sonal songs, he states that songs 

in worship should be shaped by 

the community. 

     This refrain by Bell was pub-

lished in 1995.  The arrangement 

we use was adapted by Tony 

Alonso and Gabe Huck for use in 

their church in Evanston, IL. 

     WE have also sung a hymn by 

Bell called The Summons.   He is 

the arranger of the chorus Halle, 

Halle, Hallelujah, which we some-

times sing in the Easter season. 

    This simple song was written 

by John Bell.  It consists of a 

short but expressive prayer: 

Take, O take me as I am. 

Summon out what I shall be. 

Set your seal upon my heart and 

live in me. 

     John Bell is a hymn-writer, 

minister, broadcaster and for-

mer student activist.  He has 

written hymns and song collec-

tions which are published by the 

Wild Goose Resource Group and 

have been distributed in North 

America, Britain, Scandinavia, 

Germany and Japan.  He also 

convened the committee to 

revise the Church Hymnary, the 

John Bell on composing hymns: 

I knew some new hymns were needed, 

but I didn't favor either of the current 

extremes.  . . .One alternative was to 

compose music within the identifiable 

traditions of hymnody and Christian 

theology, yet find some new way of 

speaking about God to the people or 

about the experience of the people to 

God. So that's how it began. 

At our midweek Lent services we are singing a song from the Iona Community.  They describe them-

selves as “a dispersed Christian ecumenical community working for peace and social justice, rebuild-

ing of community and the renewal of worship.  They were founded in 1938 when a group went to the 

island of Iona, near Scotland,  to rebuild an abbey which had been in ruins since the time of the refor-

mation.  Today they are a group of 270 people, many of whom live in the British Isles.  Yet, their influ-

ence has spread around the world, especially through their music resources.

Holy Week Worship Services 2011 
 

Maundy Thursday  April 21, 4:15 p.m. & 7:00 p.m.     Worship with Holy Communion 
   SE7EN Words from the Cross:  òVictoryó  
 

Maundy Thursday (MAUN-dee) (most likely from the Latin, mandatum, meaning a new commandment) or Holy 

Thursday begins a single service that spans three days, called the Triduum (TRIH-doo-oom).  What is begun tonight is 

not concluded until the Easter Vigil or the first Eucharist of Easter Sunday.  This is one story told in three parts over 

three days.  This is the story that Jesus began on Palm Sunday when He entered Jerusalem to complete all He had come 

to accomplish.  Maundy Thursday commemorates the Last Supper, when Jesus instituted Holy Communion and gave the 

commandment (mandate) to ñlove one anotherò.  At the end of this service the altar is stripped of its paraments.  Other 

symbolic and decorative items are removed from the sanctuary and the cross is veiled.  There is no benediction as the 

service continues on the next day.  The congregation leaves in silence 

 

Good Friday April 22 , 7:00 p.m. Service of Tenebrae 
   SE7EN Words from the Cross: òCommitted-Spiritó 
 

 The Tenebrae Service ("Service of Darkness") is solemn. It is similar to the church's daily office of Vespers.  

The congregation gathers in silence.  The Passion Narrative is read from the Gospels.  Candles are extinguished gradu-

ally during the service.  When the final candle is extinguished, the Christ candle is removed and the STREPITUS ("loud 

noise") takes place, symbolizing the ñclosing of the bookò on our salvation.  The congregation leaves in silence. 

 

Easter Vigil April 23, 5:30 p.m. Worship with Holy Communion  
     
 

The Easter Vigil is the service on Holy Saturday. This service anticipates the Lord's Resurrection and the daily 

life of the Baptized, who themselves have been baptized into Christ's death and resurrection. Historically, this is the ser-

vice where the catechized, having received instruction, were baptized and entered the church.  Having died to sin they 

would arise in Christ in their new life as members of His Body, the Church.  All Christians may also celebrate the bless-

ing of Baptism and renew their baptismal vows.   Candles are gradually lit as light returns to the sanctuary.  The mood of 

this communion service is somewhat solemn but there is an anticipation of Easterôs glory as the service concludes. 
 

Easter Sunday April 24   Worship with Holy Communion  
 
 The solemnity of the Holy Week services is replaced with the joyous celebration of the Resurrection of Our 

Lord.  "Alleluias" are in abundance and music is exultant.  The Paschal Candle or Christ Candle is lit.  The Readings 

speak of the Redeemer who lives, of Christ our Passover, and of the visit of Mary and Mary Magdalene to the empty 

tomb.  The faithful receive the divine service of Word and Sacrament and are strengthened in their new life in Christ. 

Each Lord's Day in the post-Resurrection Church is a "mini" Easter where the Risen Lord reigns. Christ's Church re-

mains on earth until He returns.
