We were buried
therefore with him by bap-
tism into death, in order
that, just as Christ was
raised from the dead by
the glory of the Father, we
too might walk in newness
of life. For if we have been
united with him in a death
like his, we shall certainly
be united with him in a
resurrection like his.”

If Jesus had remained
dead his death would be
meaningless but, “Christ is
risen! He is risen, indeed!
Alleluia!

managers, trustees or care-
takers of that which belongs
to someone else. For exam-
ple, Genesis 2:15 states that
“The Lord God took the man
and put him in the Garden of
Eden to work it and take care
of it.” The garden belonged
to God, but He chose to have
Adam work the garden and
take care of it. If Adam
would have thought that the
garden belonged to him, he
would have reversed the
truth.

If we are not clear on the

proper distinction between
Owner and manager we will
have major struggles with
Christian stewardship. We
will conclude that all the
things we surround ourselves
with, whether at home, work
or church, belong to us and,
therefore, we can use them
in any way we choose. That
assumption is a misconcep-
tion of what the Bible
teaches. It is also opposed
to the first Article of the
Apostles Creed which says “I
believe in God the Father
Almighty, Maker of heaven

and earth.” We could also
add “and Owner” between
“Maker” and “of.”

So, in this month of Yam,
oops, May, resolve to grow in
your understanding and prac-
tice of what it means to be a
Christian steward. There is
an old saying that “April
showers bring May flowers.”
During this Easter season
with the outpouring of the
Holy Spirit we can grow like
beautiful flowers that give
witness to the beauty and
glory of our Father in heaven.

g May 2011 Hymn of the Month

Come, You Faithful, Raise the Strain
Greek Title Aicopev, ndvtel Aoot

The Lutheran Hymnal 204 (SCHWING DICH AUF)
Lutheran Worship 142 (GAUDEAMUS PARITER)
Lutheran Service Book 487 (GAUDEAMUS PARITER)

While this may feel like one of
the newer hymns to some of us, it is ac-
tually one of the oldest in our hymnals. It
was originally written in Greek by a Syr-
ian monk of the 7th century. John of
Damascus wrote it as part of a canon (a
type of Greek hymn). A canon consists of
9 odes, each with 6-9 stanzas. This
hymn comes from the canon for the Sun-
day After Easter. John wrote many more
canons for the various festivals of the
church year.

This text refers to the story
found in Exodus 15. It compares Easter
to the freeing of the Israelites from Egypt.
This seems a fitting comparison as the
exodus was perhaps the central act of
redemption of the Old Testament for the
Jews and Easter can be thought of as the
central act of redemption of the New
Testament. There are also references to
| Cor. 15:20-28 and Matt. 28:1-9.

The English version we use for
this hymn is drawn heavily from the
translation by John Mason Neale of

1859. Neale (1818-1866) was an English
clergyman and scholar who wrote many
hymns and translated many more. Lu-
theran Worship, for example, contains 17
of his translations. Neale did not win the
favor of the English church hierarchy and
was plagued with ill health. He did his
scholarly charitable work in relative ob-
scurity. Concerning his hymns and trans-
lations Neale refused to copyright his
work. Neale held that “ a hymn, whether
original or translated, ought, the moment
it is published, to become the common
property of Christendom, the author re-
taining no private right in it whatsoever.”
Many different tunes have been
used for this hymn by various denomina-
tions. In our last 2 hymnals a jaunty Ger-
man melody is used. GAUDEAMUS
PARITER first appeared in 1544 but its
composer and origins are unknown. Its
bouncing rhythms are typical of the Ger-
man chorale for which Missouri Synod
Lutherans are sometimes noted.

St John of Damascus
Born circa 676 AD
in Damascus, Syria
Died Dec. 4, 749 AD
near Jerusalem

John was born into a Christian
family, many of whom worked in the
government even after their area
came under Arab Muslim rule in the
7th century. With interest in law,
theology, philosophy and music,
John was what we today would call a
second career pastor. Before being
ordained he served as an adminis-
trator to the Muslim caliph of Da-
mascus. Though wealthy, he gave
away all his possessions and en-
tered a monastery. Beside theologi-
cal writings, he is known for his mu-
sical skills.
