      Nearly 40 musicians 

(primarily St. Mark volunteers) 

led the music either by singing 

or playing various instruments.  

Enough was received in offer-

ings to cover expenses and ap-

ply a little money to Music fund 

and our Grand Piano fund.  

About 100 added their voices as 

members of the singing congre-

gation.  There were many 

guests from outside St. Mark 

congregation. 

stanzas.  The first three describe the sinful, 

depraved condition of mankind since the Fall 

of Adam.  The last three stanzas describe the 

forgiveness and justification won for believ-

ers in Christ, the second Adam.  This concept 

comes from the fifth chapter of Romans. 

    We sing this hymn to a tune by Louis Bur-

geois, a French composer.  He is also con-

nected to the Reformation  and is known for 

writing  and compiling hymn tunes for the 

Calvinist hymn book used by the Reformers 

in Geneva Switzerland.  (This included writ-

ing the tune for what we know as the 

ñcommon doxologyò)  At one point he was 

imprisoned for altering certain well known 

psalm tunes ñwithout authorizationò.  Calvin 

secured his release within 24 hours.  Little is 

known about Burgeois before he came to 

Geneva or about his final days. He eventually 

left  Geneva over disputes concerning his 

salary, concerning Calvinôs refusal to print 

harmonized tunes and concerning the refusal 

of the Geneva congregation to allow part-

singing. 

     Lazarus Spengler 

was the ninth of thirteen 

children.  His father was 

the clerk of the Imperial 

Court of Justice at 

Nurnberg.  In 1496 

Spenglerôs father died 

and Spengler dropped 

out of the University of 

Leipzig Law school and 

returned to Nurnberg.  

He worked for the town clerk, became the town 

clerk, and later, in 1516, the town councillor.    

When Luther launched the Reformation in 1517 

Spengler, a layman, became an ardent supporter 

and leader in the Reformation movement.  He 

was named, along with Luther in the papal Bull 

of Excommunication of Pope Leo X in 1520. 

     This hymn of Spenglerôs was held in high 

regard as a hymn which confesses the Lutheran 

faith.  Ensuing generations cast this hymn aside 

but it was later included in both German and 

English Lutheran hymnals of the twentieth cen-

tury.  All the hymnals noted above include six

     C. F. W. Walther began his service to 

Christ and His Church as a parish pastor 

in the German village of Bräunsdorf in 

1837. He was both loved by and re-

spected in his congregation. In less than 

two years, however, he had made the 

decision to join an emigrant group of 

Saxons who, under the leadership of 

Pastor Martin Stephan of Dresden, were 

leaving Germany to find greater reli-

gious freedom for Lutheran people in the 

United States in 1839. The group con-

sisted of seven hundred people, with six 

pastors serving them. Initially Pastor 

Walther shepherded a group of the im-

migrants at a place in southeastern Mis-

souri named Dresden, in honor of the 

city from which many of the people had 

come.   In 1841, while serving in Dres-

den, he was called to Trinity German 

Evangelical Lutheran Church in St. 

Louis where his brother Otto Hermann 

Walther had died in office at a young 

age.   Most of his career was then cen-

tered in St. Louis, where he served as 

head pastor of an association of Lutheran 

congregations, as well as being a profes-

sor at Concordia Seminary which had 

moved to St. Louis in 1849.   Walther 

also directed the establishment of a 

Young Men's Society in his own congre-

gation---a model that was replicated in 

Lutheran congregations across America. 

     He also served as catalyst for the 

gathering together of like-minded con-

fessional Lutherans from across the 

country. Informal meetings of represen-

tatives of congregations and pastors led 

to a formal constituting convention in 

1847, at which Dr. Walther was elected 

president of the new national Synod. He 

served in this office from 1847 to 1850 

and again from 1864 to 1878. 

       Walther had a great vision of the 

blessings of pure doctrine and faithful 

practice that the new church body he was 

leading could share with the growing 

American nation. In a sermon written for 

the celebration of the 300th anniversary 

of the Formula of Concord, which he 

preached on May 29, 1877, Walther ex-

claimed: 
 

"Arise, you Lutherans of America! 

Arise! Let us use the glorious freedom 

that we taste here in America to the end 

that the old banner of confession, which 

in our old fatherland lay in musty ruin, 

be hoisted here again. And let us gather 

around this banner as a faithful and cou-

rageous people of confession. . . . Lay 

hold the holy banner and hold it high and 

swing it joyously! All of you, you chil-

dren of this Zion, man and wife, old and 

young, follow those who show them-

selves true bearers of the flag! O take 

heart and be joyful! The Lord, who is a 

God of truth, is with us! By that sign we 

shall conquer, though all powers of dark-

ness in midnight hour plot against us and 

rise against us on the battlefield. The 

battle will rage hot and even hotter! Fi-

nally, we, persistent to the end---and 

grant this to us, Jesus Christ, Thou 

Leader in the fight!---we will be taken in 

triumph into the congregation above, to 

the eternal festival of jubilation. Amen." 

 

     A devoted family man, Walther mar-

ried Emilie Bünger in 1841. Of their six 

children, four reached adulthood.  

     Dr. Walther died on May 7, 1887, a 

widely respected and greatly loved na-

tional leader of the Lutheran Church.

    The observance of 

the 200th anniversary 

of the birth of Dr. C. 

F. W. Walther is a 

singular occasion in 

the history of The 

Lutheran Church---

Missouri Synod. No 

other individual in 

the history of this 

Synod has estab-

lished as significant a lasting presence as 

has Dr. Walther. A pioneer of Lutheran pas-

tors in the Midwest of the United States, he 

was a gifted theologian and capable church 

and school administrator. An entire genera-

tion of pastors who graduated from Concor-

dia Seminary in St. Louis and other pastoral 

candidates learned from the teaching of Dr. 

Walther. Still today, his classic work Law 

and Gospel, a compendium of a series of his 

lectures, is used for the instruction of Lu-

theran seminary students and laypeople. 

Walther's voice is still heard in the Church 

that he helped to form long ago! 
 

     Carl Ferdinand Wilhelm Walther was 

born in the village of Langenchursdorf, 

Saxony, in southeastern Germany on Octo-

ber 25, 1811. He came from a line of faith-

ful and devoted Lutheran pastors and chose 

to follow in their footsteps. He had a tradi-

tional education in the first years of his 

school career. His time at the University of 

Leipzig was interrupted by ill health, which 

forced him to return to his family home. 

During that time away from formal school-

ing he spent hours reading the works of 

Martin Luther. When he returned to school, 

influenced by Luther and by devout Chris-

tian friends, Walther developed a deep per-

sonal piety that complemented his great 

intellectual abilities.
