This month we focus on a Christmas 

hymn that not everyone will recognize.  

Yet in some circles it is very popular.  

This hymn is based heavily on an anal-

ogy which compares Jesus to an apple 

tree.  This may be a bit hard to under-

stand at first hearing so it is a text 

which benefits from a little analysis 

and reflection in order to comprehend 

its full meaning.  As many of the 

hymns we sing in worship come from 

England and were imported to Amer-

ica for our English language worship 

services, it is interesting to find a text 

that was written in America and ex-

ported to England.  This poem and its 

various musical settings are used 

frequently in England and it is a 

popular selection for the choirs of 

English cathedrals at Christmas 

time.

Advent is a liturgical season  that is observed by many Christians 

and churches.  The word advent come from the Latin word ad-

ventus which means coming.  Advent marks the beginning of the 

new church year.  It serves as a reminder of both the original 

waiting for the messiah and of the Christian’s anticipation of the 

Christmas celebration and of the return of Christ.  At times it has 

been observed as a period of fasting and penitence but more re-

cently the themes of hope, patience and preparation are more 

prominent. 

A frequent symbol of advent is the advent wreath.  Each week of 

the 4 weeks in advent an additional candle is lit.  When all 4 are 

lit, the time of Christmas is at hand.  While the exact meaning of 

each candle has varied over the years, they frequently represent 

love, peace, joy and hope.  Most of the candles are blue or purple.  

However, the 3rd candle, representing joy, is usually pink.  It is lit 

on Gaudete Sunday (gaudete means rejoice) and indicates a more 

celebratory mood in this otherwise quiet, reflective season.
